PrepSTEP is moving to NC LIVE, effective 1/1/21, so NC libraries will not need to
renew their institutional subscriptions.

SimplyAnalytics and CQ Magazine are both leaving NC LIVE at the end of the year. For
schools wishing to maintain their access, we have CC offers for both products.

In 2019, The UC System ended their big deal with Elsevier and decided not to
subscribe to any individual Elsevier journals at all. UC recently announced that they
would restart their negotiations, probably because circumstances make this an
especially favorable time to negotiate, and because they want to reinstate real-time
access to Elsevier's numerous prestigious, high impact journals.
