Major Gift to
Jackson Library

Jackson Library is extremely pleased to be the benefi-
ciary of the 50th Reunion gift of the Class of 1950.
The class raised more than $210,000 to create a Pres-
ervation Endowment for the University Archives and
Special Collections and to microfilm the records of
Charles D. Mclver, the founder and first president of
the ingtitution that is now The University of North
Carolina at Greensboro.

The gift committee adopted the project enthusiasti-
cally because of an interest in doing something to pre-
serve the history of the school. “We thought we had
died and gone to heaven!” wrote University Archivist
Betty Carter in her Tribute to the Class of 1950 pub-
lished last spring in the newdletter Library Columns.

Officiasin UNCG's Development Office said that 65
percent of the class members contributed to the gift,
and ten members of the class made leadership gifts of
$10,000 or more.

“My thanks to the Class of 1950 for this wonderful
gift,” said Chancellor Patricia Sullivan during the an-
nual meeting of the Alumni Association on May 13.
“We will use these funds to be good stewards of the
University’s past.”

Robert Morgan to Speak
at Friends of the Library
Spring 2000 Event

Author Robert Morgan will address the Friends of the Li-
brary on March 29 at 7 p.m. in the Performance Hall of
the School of Music Building. Mr. Morgan’'s book Gap
Creek was recently chosen as an Oprah Book Club selec-
tion, and he will share his views on the impact of the
Oprah Book Club phenomenon on his career and on the
nation’ s reading habits.

Mr. Morgan has had a distinguished career since graduat-
ing from the MFA Writing Program at UNCG in 1968.
He also holds a B.A. in English from UNC Chapdl Hill.
Now Professor of English a Cornell University, he has
received the Southern Poetry Review Prize, the Eunice
Tietjens Prize for Poetry, the Hanes Poetry Prize and the
North Carolina Award in literature, as well as a Guggen-
heim Fellowship. From his first book of poetry, Zirconia
Poems, in 1969 through his latest books, Gap Creek and
The Balm of Gilead Tree, he has often written about life
in the Blue Ridge Mountains where he grew up. His
hardworking characters are often based on stories handed
down from previous generations.

Because Cone Balroom will not be available in the
Spring of 2001, there will NOT be a seated dinner this
year prior to Mr. Morgan's remarks. There will be are-
ception in the School of Music Building instead. Addi-
tional details about the Spring event will be provided to
the Friends of the Library early next year.

UNCG alumnus Bonnie Angelo will speak at 4 p.m. on
October 29 at the Alumni House about her book First
Mothers: The Women Who Shaped the Presidents. When
she became Time magazine's London bureau chief in
1978, Ms. Angelo was the first woman to head a major
Time foreign bureau. She became the first woman to
head a mgjor U.S. Time bureau in 1985 when she was
named bureau chief in New Y ork. She became the maga-
zine's first Correspondent at Large in 1990, specializing
in interview and profiles of major figures.

The Heart of Jackson
Library

While seated around a conference table in Jackson Li-
brary this summer, a group of the Friends of the Li-
brary Board of Directors began talking about trying to
communicate to the Friends of the Library something
about what Jackson Library is like. There are lots of
ways to do that, of course. We often use statistics, such
as the number of books in the Library, the number of
databases, the number of people who come in and the
number of books that go out. Still, there's more to
Jackson Library than the numbers can
relate. An important part of Jackson
Library is the people who work here -
people who care a great deal about the
folks who use libraries and about the
people who will use them in the fu-
ture.

One recent project highlights this con-
cern - Jackson Library's partnership
with Greensboro's Wiley Elementary
School.  Beginning last September,
eleven members of Jackson Library's
staff started volunteering to help
Wiley's students. Each of the eleven
was paired with at least one and some-
times severa young people, most of
them in kindergarten, first or second
grade. The volunteers went to Wiley
for an hour every week throughout the school year.
Each week, we worked on an assignment with the child
as directed by the teacher. Sometimes that meant prac-
ticing spelling words. At other times we were to hear
them read or read to them. Occasiondly it meant col-
laborating on a writing assignment or practicing math
facts. Over time, the bond between the volunteers and
the children grew. The children became "our" children.

At Christmas, some of the volunteers bought books to
give to the children. When the children responded with
thank you notes, the volunteers, like any proud parents,
promptly posted them, not on the refrigerator but in a
display window in the Library. At the end of the year,
the UNCG publication Campus Weekly featured the Li-
brary volunteers in a lead article that included a photo
of one of our young charges. When given a copy of the
article with his photo in it, the young fellow promptly
RAN to the principal’s office to show off his picture. A

posted the child's picture in the school's media center
for all to see.

Why did Jackson Library's volunteers participate in this
project? What does any of this have to do with Jackson
Library's misson? In the broadest sense, it has every-
thing to do with our misson. We believe that every
student can learn, and that such learning is made easier
when someone cares about them, not only as students
but as people. We believe that learning makes us better
people, and we believe that what makes the least of us
better makes all of us better.

Someday we hope some of these children will attend
UNCG. Some may work here one
day. As they progress, we hope that
they will learn and grow and become
better children today and better par-
ents, neighbors, and citizens tomor-
row. Isn't that part of what a great uni-
versity does, even for those we serve
indirectly? Whenever students, fac-
ulty or staff come into Jackson Li-
brary, we want them to succeed,
whether that success comes from find-
ing the right resource for a class as-
signment or preparing ground-
breaking research. We feel the same
way about our Friends of the Library
members. Whenever you visit us,
whether in person, by phone or "on the
web,” we want you to know that we
care about making your experience
with us pleasant and beneficial. We want you to be
better for the experience.
